Petitioner- Mohinder Singh, now aged about 82 years, who

retired as Joint Director of Hospitality Department, Punjab, has filed the

present writ petition, seeking the arrears of pension w.e.f. 01.01.2014 to

30.09.2014 and 01.07.2014 to 28.02.2015.

Petitioner claims that he was above 80 years of age at the time

of filing the present writ petition. His arrears are not being released. It also

comes out that previously, the petitioner filed CWP No.17500 of 2010, in

which this Court passed the following order:

“The Principal Secretary to Government of Punjab,
Finance Department, is directed to ensure that all the
arrears of pension due towards the petitioner, who is 75
vears of age, are released by 22.12.2010, positively or

Government, Punjab, Finance Department remain
present in the Court.

Since the affidavit filed on behalf of respondents admits
that the arrears are payable and despite filing of the
petition, the arrears have not been released, further sum
of Rs.10,000/- would be paid to the petitioner by the date
communicated above.

Let a copy of the order be given under signature of
Reader of the Bench.”

Petitioner admits that as directed by this Court, the cost was
paid and the arrears were released. Now, he is claiming the arrears of
dearness allowance for the abovenoted period.

On behalf of the State, the liability is not denied. It is stated that
the arrears of dearness allowance of the pension are to be paid. Since the
Punjab Government has financial difficulties, the arrears are to be paid in
installments. Reliance has been placed on letter dated 27.06.2016
(Annexure R/1). The Government had decided to pay the arrears in the
following installments:

1) 50% of the arrears from 01.07.2014 to 28.02.2015 @
7% shall be paid during the second quarter of financial
vear 2016-2017 i.e. from 01.07.2016 to 30.09.2016.

i1) 50% of the arrears from 01.07.2014 to the 28.02.2015
@ 7% shall be paid during the third quarter of financial
vear 2016-2017 i.e. from 01.10.2016 to 31.12.2016.

i) 50% of the arrears due from 01.01.2014 to
30.09.2014 @ 10% shall be paid during the jfourth
quarter of financial year i.e. from 01.01.2017 to
31.03.2017.

iv) 50% of the arrears due from 01.01.2014 to

of financial year 2017-18 i.e. from 01.04.2017 to
30.06.2017.”

The prayer of the petitioner is that he is 82 years of age. He
fears that he may not live up to June, 2017 to receive all the installments.
Now the first installment has been released. The second installment is due to
be released in few months. Therefore, the petitioner prays that all the arrears
should be paid in one go.

While taking into consideration the contention of the
petitioner, I am of the view that the petitioner has merits in his contention.
There may be cases where a person has recently retired and there may be
other cases, where a person crosses 75 or 80 years of age. In such cases, due
to constant fear of short period of natural life/due to old age or failing
health, one cannot wait for such a long period to receive the last installment.
Therefore, I am of the view that making the said policy uniform to all the
retirees will be unjust.

Tentatively, I am of the view that in case of retirees above 70
years of age, the payment of arrears should be made in one go. It is for the
Government to take a final decision on the suggestion of this Court.

However, in case of retirees above 80 years of age including
the present petitioner, a direction is issued that all the arrears of dearness
allowance for the period from 01.01.2014 to 30.09.2014 and 01.07.2014 to
28.02.2015 shall be paid in one go along with interest @ 6% per annum
from the date the arrears became due. The arrears of the petitioner shall be
released with interest @ 6% per annum within a period of one month with
cost of I10,000/- for forcing the petitioner to approach this Court for the

payment of arrears of dearness allowance.

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Z In the present petitions, the grievance being raised by the
petitioners is that they are entitled for the revision of their pay by granting the
benefit of Dearness Allowance @ 119% instead of 113% keeping in view the
Notification dated 29.10.2021 (Annexure P-4).

3. Learned counsel for the petitioners submits that a particular slab
of Dearness Allowance was not made admissible to the employees as well as
to the retirees of the Government of Punjab and the Deamess Allowance was
granted @ 113% for the period starting from 01.07.2015 to 31.12.2015,
hence, the respondents are under obligation to grant the relief of increase in
the Deamness Allowance to 119% and thereafter, compute the entitlement of
the petitioners for the grant of pension keeping in view the revision of the
pay scale, which came into being w.e.f. 01.01.2016, while implementing the
Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3).

4. Leamned counsel for the petitioners submit that after the filing of
the petitions, the respondents accepted the claim of the petitioners for the
grant of benefit of Dearness Allowance (@ 119% for the period starting from
01.07.2015 to 31.12.2015 but, the consequent benefit in the revision of the
pension has not been extended to the petitioners. Learned counsel for the
petitioners further submit that once, the Dearness Allowance was increased
from 113% to 119% for the period starting from 01.07.2015 to 31.12.2015,
then while implementing the Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3),
according to which, the pay/pension of the employees was to be revised,
wherever the Dearness Allowance has been mentioned as 113%, the same

has to be treated as 119% for the grant of benefit.

&, After notice of motion, the respondents have appeared. As per
the respondents, after considering all the facts, the State Government decided
that the arrears which are to be given to the employees for the period starting
from 01.07.2015 to 31.12.2015, the Dearness Allowance is to be treated as
119% and the difference of 6% (119-113) is to be released to the employees
concerned.

6. Leamned counsel for the respondents on instructions from Mr.
Harpreet Singh, Senior Assistant, Finance Department, Punjab, submits that
there is no amendment in the Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3),
wherein the Dearness Allowance was mentioned as 113%, hence, the
petitioners cannot claim any benefit of Dearness Allowance @ 119% qua the
Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3).

7. I have heard learned counsel for the parties and have gone
through the record with their able assistance.

8. The State of Punjab had issued a Notification dated 20.09.2021
(Annexure P-3) so as to implement the Punjab Civil Services (Revised Pay)
First Amendment Rules, 2021 and the same has been brought into operation
w.ef.01.01.2016. In the said amendment to the Rules, it has been mentioned
as to how, the pay of an employee is to be calculated. The relevant portion of
the amendment is as under :-

“Provided that if the increase in the revised pay fixed
under this rule is less than 15% (fifieen percent) over and above
what the Government employee was getting as on 31.12.2015 1.e.
existing Basic Pay + Dearness Allowance (@ 113% (one hundred

and thirteen percent), such Government employee shall be

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entitled to minimum increase of 15% (fifteen percent) over and
above what the Government employee was getting as on
31.12.2015 i.e. existing Basic Pay + Dearness Allowance @
113% (one hundred thirteen percent) (See illustration nos. 16 &
17)

Provided further that no arrear shall be given from

1.1.2016 to 30.06.2021 for such enhancement.”

0. A bare perusal of the above would show that for calculating the
pay, which is also to be taken into account for calculating the pension of an
employee, the basic pay and Deamness Allowance as on 31.12.2015 was to be
taken into account, wherein the Dearness Allowance @ 113% was
mentioned, which was the prevailing Dearness Allowance at the said time i.e.
when Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3) was issued. Thereafter,
the Government took a conscious decision dated 24.05.2023 (Annexure R-1),
wherein, for the period 01.07.2015 onward to 31.12.2015, the rate of
Dearness Allowance has been increased from 113% to 119%. Once, for the
period mentioned in the Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3), the
Dearness Allowance was enhanced from 113% to 119% vide letter dated
24.05.2023 (Annexure R-1), the said rate of Dearness Allowance @ 119% as
made effected by the Government of Punjab on 24.05.2023, also has to be
implemented qua all the consequential benefits including the Notification
dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3).

10. With regard to the submission of the learned counsel for the
respondents that the Dearness Allowance @ 119% is admissible only upto

31.12.2015 and not thereafter, it may be noticed that nothing has come on

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record to support the said statement. Once, in the fitness of things, the
Government of Punjab after due consideration has enhanced the Dearness
Allowance from 113% to 119% from 01.07.2015 onward upto 31.12.2015,
the Dearness Allowance remains the same even on 01.01.2016. It cannot be
said that from July, 2015 to December, 2015, the Dearness Allowance was at
119% but from 01.01.2016 onward, the same will again be reduced to 113%.
The Dearness Allowance is given in relation to the inflation and nothing has
come on record to show that the inflation only remained from July, 2015 to
December, 2015 and inflation got reduced in January, 2016, hence the
argument of the learned counsel for the respondents that the Dearness
Allowance will remain at 113% for the purpose of Notification dated
20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3) despite the decision of the Government dated
24.05.2023 (Annexure R-1) to grant Dearness Allowance @ 119% for a
period prior to 01.01.2016, cannot be accepted.

Ll Further, it may be noticed that the Pay Commission had already
recommended the enhanced Dearness Allowance @ 119% to be
implemented. Though, while issuing the Notification dated 20.09.2021
(Annexure P-3), the same was not accepted and same was kept @ 113%,
however, later on the Government in its wisdom decided to accept the
recommendation of the Pay Commission vide letter dated 24.05.2023 to grant
Dearness Allowance @ 119% starting from 01.07.2015, hence, same has to
be made applicable even qua the Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-

3), otherwise it will create anomaly.

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1% Once, the recommendation of the Pay Commission has been
accepted by the Government and that too with retrospective effect, the same
has to be given effect to qua the other Notifications on the same parameters
including the Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3) for all intents
and purposes, otherwise, it will create an anomaly that for the purpose of
fixation of pay, the Dearness Allowance will be at 119% for the period
starting from 01.07.2015 to 31.12.2015 and for the purpose of the grant of
pension hence, for a period i.e. on 01.01.2016 the Dearness Allowance will
be again reduced to 113%. The rate of Dearness Allowance for all intents
and purposes has to remain same in the absence of any material change in
inflation rate, hence, the respondents are under obligation to grant the
consequential benefit of letter dated 24.05.2023 to grant Dearness Allowance
@ 119% even while implementing the Notification dated 20.09.2021
(Annexure P-3).

L3 Keeping in view the factual position mentioned here-in-above,
the respondents are directed that the decision of the Government dated
24.05.2023 (Annexure R-1) shall also be reflected while implementing
Notification dated 20.09.2021 (Annexure P-3) so as to mean that the
Dearness Allowance will be @ 119% for computing the pay of the employees
as on 01.01.2016 and for the consequent pensionary benefits admissible to
employees, who have already retired.

14. Let the respondents re-compute the pay of the petitioners and
other similarly situated retirees/employees by giving them the benefit of

Dearness Allowance @ 119% Kkeeping in view the Notification dated
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20.09.2021(Annexure P-3) and thereafter, re-calculate their pension/
pensionary benefits as well. The enhanced pension will be admissible to the
retirees as per the criteria given in the Notification dated 20.09.2021
(Annexure P-3) except with the difference that the Dearness Allowance will
be treated as 119% for all intents and purposes. Let the revised pension along
with arrears, be extended to the petitioners after recalculating their
entitlement as per this order and similarly situated retirees/employees will
also be extended the same benefit to be extended within a period of four

months of the receipt of copy of this order.

15. Present petitions are allowed in above terms.

16. Pending miscellaneous application, if any, also stands disposed
of.

That as per Punjab Government extra ordinary notification dated 30.10.2015
there were certain amendments carried out in relevant rules for grant of
extension to the government employees and certain benefits were withdrawn
while certain benefits were given by those rules. In particular the rules 3.26
Punjab Civil Services Rules volume 1 part 1 was substituted and rule 8.21 sub
rule b was substituted and sub rule d was omitted. The relevant substituted
sub rule b of rule 8.21 is reproduced as under:

“(b) In case of a Government employee, who is granted extension in
Service, on the completion of his extended period of Service, shall be entitled
to draw cash equivalent to un-utilized earned leave at his credit on the date of
his superannuation:

Provided that a Government employee, who continues in Service

after his superannuation, shall earn leave at the rate applicable to him on the
date of his superannuation:

Provided further that if a Government employee, avails earned
leave in excess of leave earned by him during the period of his extension, in
that case the excess leave availed by him, shall be deducted from the un-
utilized leave at his credit on the date of his superannuation.”

Thus it is clear from the substituted rule that the government
employee on extension will be entitled to cash equivalent to un-utilized
earned leave at his credit on the date of superannuation (which as per the
amended rule 3.26 has been kept same as 58 years for Group A, B, and C
employees).
